Student Performance Objective:

By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

· Create a “phased” building model
· Create an “As-Built” site plan utilizing Google Earth and Revit
· Graphically “demolish” features in a building model
· Create new content in a “construction phase”

Students will create an “As-Built” Site Plan, demolish objects, and create new objects in a new phase. Teacher will walk the classroom and/or use classroom control software to ensure students have created the Site Phases properly.

· Students will use Google Earth picture as an underlay to create an As-Built Revit Site Plan
Closure:

· Students will use phasing on their next project.
· Google Earth is not precise…. Explain other site data gathering tools and technologies
· Review of typical novice user errors when applying phases.
