LESSON PLAN INTERIOR DESIGN

Subject: One-View Parts

Student Performance Objective:

By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

· Layout a two-dimensional drawing so the spaces between the views are equivalent.

· Create a proportional sketch of select geometry.

· Use drafting tools to create part geometry.

· Produce drawings that can be duplicated clearly

· Make appropriate revisions to a drawing reflecting industry standards.

· Apply single-stroke gothic lettering to drawings

How will student be evaluated and what methods will be used to measure competency?

Students will complete drawings of two-dimensional objects. Drawings will be graded on accuracy, application of geometry, line quality, gothic lettering, and layout.

Anticipatory Set: (Describe the introduction or hook you will use to get students involved in the lesson).

· Introduce how parts are made (cut out of rough geometry) and how drafters communicate with manufacturer.

Instructional Component: (include type of lesson and major concepts to be covered)

· Lesson will be a demonstration of creating sketches and drawing.

· Demonstrate use of tools to create part.

· Demonstrate sketching techniqiue.

· Work through centering a drawing with the class, showing math applications and centering logistics.

· Demonstrate projection line process and discuss its importance to improving productivity and accuracy.

Check for Understanding or Guided Practice:

· Students will start a drawing and sketch of their own, applying proper layout skills, projection technique, and make create proper geometry.

Independent Practice:

· Students will create one-views sketches and drawings of selected parts

Closure:

· Students will receive corrected blueprints of their drawings (along with suggestions for improvement). Students will make necessary corrections on their original drawings, make a new blueprint, and be re-evaluated on their drawing(s).

Materials Used:

Parallel rule, triangle, decimal -inch scale, .7 mm pencil, circle template, eraser, eraser shield, teacher camera system with 3 TV's, 12X18 vellum, 12X18 blueprint paper, blueprint machine, tennis ball can, ice cream cone, ball, and a "broken" box.
